However, other sociologists, such as conflict theorists, are more critical of the view 
that crime and deviance are beneficial for all individuals and for society as a whole.  
For example, the construction of crime could be seen to serve the interests of 
powerful groups.

They argue that 
sociologists should examine the structural power differences between groups and 
individuals, which control people’s behaviour.
